Submission of an abstract indicates a commitment to present it at the Quantitative CT Imaging of the Lung Course on March 10, 2012. If an accepted abstract is not presented, it may affect the privileges of the authors to present abstracts or invited talks at STR meetings in the future.

Presentation Format:  All presentations will be given in oral format only.
Abstract Layout:
 Scientific abstracts should be divided into (Please indicate these on the submission):

· Introduction,
· Methods/Materials,
· Results,
· Conclusions.
The abstract should be no more than 1800 characters including spaces, but excluding title and author(s).  Abstracts of more than 1800 characters will not be considered.

Format:  
Type your abstract directly on the form or copy from a word-processing application.

Type in capitals and lower case.

Authors: 
Last names and first initials only (e.g., Jones PL).  Omit degrees and titles.  Type in capitals and lower case.  Underline presenting author’s name only.

Address: 
Name of institution, city, state, zip code, e-mail address of the presenting author.  Abbreviate university (Univ).  Type in capitals and lower case.  DO NOT UNDERLINE.  Enclose in parentheses.  If address is not for first author, give initials (e.g., PLJ, Univ of Oregon, Portland, OR  92717, plj@blank.com).  Use two-letter state abbreviations.
