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1. Review of proposal for RIC Meeting: 

· Report will include sections including the following:
· Brief history and QIBA needs for an open image archive
· Summary of use cases from the Ad Hoc Open Image Archives Committee
· Survey of available tools with a description of existing archive limitations 
· Proposed RSNA recommendations for the approach forward
· Details still need to be fleshed out in time for the 2/17  Radiology Informatics Committee (RIC) meeting

· If approved/modified, recommendations from the RIC would then be considered by the RSNA Board in March
· Primary recommendation to start from an existing database 
· From preliminary discussions, MIDAS seems to be an appropriate candidate as it has the most flexibility and a good framework for modifications
· Enhancements would be planned, including input tools and backend analyses 
· A demonstration project exploring existing and new tools would be recommended, possibly for RSNA 2012

· RSNA to provide a culture of sharing with these integration activities to keep this field moving forward

· Oak Ridge National Labs (ORNL) was suggested as a possible partner to develop needed infrastructure (Georgia Tourassi)
· Capacity to help with development of tools with some possible funding sources
· Suggestion that other partners with more relevance to QIBA Tech Cttes and Profile activities should be considered

· QIBA Tech Cttes have already identified a need for a functioning database to receive their data

· Ideally one that allows easy input and has the capacity to archive, visualize, analyze, and control public/institutional data access
· “Analytics” in the report is being used as a bucket term for the functionality to take data from a variety of sources, extract into a standardized format, visualize trends in data, etc.

· Concern expressed about the lack of specific details
· Suggestion that the concept needs to be approved by the RIC first, before major effort and resources are devoted
· The draft report and supporting documents to be posted to the QIBA WIKI for group reference
