DRO Project Update 

 Dr. Voyvodic devised a new strategy for creating DROs due to the previous processing complications 
o Empirical scan data to include real noise for truth determination 
o There are currently no ideal datasets available to build upon 
o Identified scans include motor/non-motor data and duplicate language data to mix and match 
o Dr. Voyvodic will create empirical Round1 DRO's based on his identified data 
o A total of 40 test datasets to be analyzed 
o Suggested that MCW concentrate on generating Year 1 Round2 DRO's with simple SOV's   

 Variability of block timing was discussed  

 Mr. Mathis will reference the fMRI Poster form the 2013 RSNA Annual Meeting for examples of the 
potential sources of variance for creation of Year 1 Round2 DROs 

 The goal is to have all datasets ready by the end of July with an aim of 100 total time points 

 Dr. Voyvodic to email participating site PIs once his DROs are ready to download from the Duke server
